Fabrice Planquette (compositor en electronica) lleva desarrollando sus proyectos desde el 1992 en Amiens al
Norte de Francia. A partir de la asociacion cultural Panem Et Circenses forma la seccion llamada A.lter S.essio
donde invita a diferentes artistas a colaborar a sus proyectos personales creados en serie por modulos de 40 mi-
nutos. Cada uno de los artistas invitados trae su lenguaje, su sensibilidad y perspectivas a la obra comun bajo su
direccion artistica.

Asi se creo al regresar de Japon en 2006, tras una residencia en la Villa Kujoyama de Kyoto, las performances
«Loss» y «Layers» con dos coreodgrafas japonesas: Yoko Higashino (cia Baby-Q), Yum (interprete de Sennichi-
mae Aosora Dance Club) y Matthieu Levet (disefador grafico).

Estas dos piezas se ubican en un dispositivo restringido: une superficie cuadrada, blanca, una iluminacién unica-
mente vertical de una proyeccién video con el publico instalado sobre tres lados.

Tres elementos se desarrollan en paralela : el sonido, la imagen, el cuerpo.

Loss - Layers son dos combates que interrogan una situacion de perdida. Primero provocada por un mundo hostil:
perdida de orientacion, de identidad, de equilibrio o control. La imagen se funde al cuerpo. La mirada navega entre
ilusion y realidad. La duda ante lo turbio se instala implicando el espectador a concentrarse en diminutos detalles
significativos para entrar a su vez en resistencia. ; Qué aceptacion puede haber frente al desbordamiento ?

An extraordinary release on Entity.be, called Fiuk & Csajok by Fa-
brice Planquette. If you're interested in hearing unusual ambient or
rhythm-driven electronic sounds, mixed with unusual and sometimes
quite disturbing recordings and samples, this is enjoyable here. The
first thing that strucks is the way the feel of the album undulates,
making it more of a whole than a collection of tracks. You don’t of-
ten find this kind of mastering in netlabel releases, but regardless
of that, the execution is professionally done and very welcome. The
first track, Int, is mixed recordings of conversations, building up to
Agr. Agr features distorted drums with rhythmically applied effect,
sampled sounds, subdued cinematic choral and pad sounds in the
background, and reaches a climax at the end. Agr is one of the best
tracks on the album, along with Palori. Circ has more of a minimal
feel, in terms of rhythm, which fades into recordings of birds and
dogs towards the end. It sounds like you’re walking through a forest,
arriving at a stream at the start of Mis. Mis has a more desolate
feeling that dominates the track. There’s some odd fragments of re-
cordings in this piece: sounds of someone getting hit and saying ‘hit
me’, then at the end you hear “this is a man’s world”. This ironic twist
leads nicely on to the next track, Palori, sounding more subtle than
the previous tracks, with excellent vocals and recordings. Palori has
quite a simple structure, but sticks in my mind. Palori mixes into Sur-
fi, building progressively, with similar drums to Agr. There’s elements
to this buildup that reminds me of Massive Attack, then static snares
jab along with the drum loop in a way that reminds me of mainstream
industrial acts. It's an odd combination of sounds in some ways, but
FP doesn't let the variation in timbres escape his control. Lyr, Respig
and Coro are interesting ambient tracks, ’silence’ is repeated over
and over with opera signing in the background, fading into aroused
screams. Meca is a more subtle iteration of the mix between rhythms
and recordings found in the earlier tracks, building into distortion at
the end. Fiuk & Csajok ends by building up some amazing screams,
then dropping you off into silence, with some unexpected words at
the end.

The new year got off to a powerful start with four extraordinary conse-
cutive releases. First, Fabrice Planquette, composing as fp this time,
put forth thirteen variable tracks of exotic experimentalism on the
album “Fiuk & Csajok” (release #22). Heavy doses of tribal beats,
captured sounds, fragments of dialogue and music from films, noisy
collages, spoken words, and abstract electronic manipulations are
the main ingredients of this release.

Entity has shown itself to be a very open-minded label with respect
to experimental music in general. Even a cursory glance at its disco-
graphy and artist lineup reveals a wealth of diversity. The year 2003
saw five more releases from Entity with the sixth being « Sous Quel
Ordre. » Fabrice

Planquette composing as Acta (another side of Element.Act), gives
the listener three different views of avant-garde music in three tracks.
“Passe” offers pure acoustic guitar from the softer side of post-rock
with only minimal electronic manipulations. “Comme va_le_Monde”,
on the other hand, is composed of samples of dialogues from films
along with slightly distorted electric guitar melodies and a noticea-
bly heavier use of electronics. With the arrival of “Sous Quel Ordre”
intense rhythmic electronica along with a highly abstract flavoring
takes the forefront rising above the post-rock influences.

Yet since the first installment “LOSS” drives you as fast as a
supersonic engine into a parallel world with an unexpected vio-
lence and speed up that halt you right there in your seats. The
argument doesn’t let you insensitive, it puts you in the centre
of the subject without any possible turn-around and concerns
everyone: our human condition connected to our senses.
The birth, the world, its violence, derision, nothing escape to
the eye of Fabrice Planquette who sets the fragile body of Yum
as tiny as your knowledge of the universe.
There a powerful narrative expression increases, without mis-
taking and reduce each viewer to its belly. We don'’t easily
come out after this sonic and visual experience.
The second installment, “LAYERS” tries to come down the
worries, as a (forced) re-birth that each one hasn'’t really de-
manded and resigns oneself to live in this irrational world.

Thus the world can exist
cause there is at least an observant.
These two settings invite us to observe our universe and pro-
pose to be awarded that there are as much worlds as human
being.
